INSTRUCTIONS : *Itis recommended to use the paint with the temperature above 15°C, otherwise more
thinner would be required to reach the application viscosity. Too much thinner may results
in sagging, low thickness and poor hiding. In cold seasons it is recommended to keep the
paint at a warmed up storage at least 3 days before use.
* Stir the paint well by a forced mixer before use and add the entire hardener to it and mix
it again up to get a homogenous mixture.
* Thin the paint with defined thinner depend on required thickness & application viscosity.
* Stirring the material in low speed during painting is necessary . See note H
